To recognize an NACDEP member who is actively engaged in Extension Community
Development programs and who has served more than seven years as of January 1 of
current year in Extension Community Development programming.

Award:

State recipients will be recognized with a plaque at the NACDEP conference. A national
recipient will be chosen from among the state recipients and will receive a plaque at the
NACDEP Conference.

Eligibility:

1. Any NACDEP Member who is a member in good standing (for at least the
immediate past year, as well as the current year). The individual has served more
than seven years as of January 1 of the current year in Extension Community
Development programs.

2. Members recommended must be actively engaged in Extension Community
Development programs as of the date the nomination is made.

3. States or units (CSREES or Rural Development Centers) may recommend one
Distinguished Service Award recipient. The Distinguished Service Award may be
received only once.

Personal, Community 15 points
Personal Attitudes and Interests
Special Honors 5 points

Community Honors
